San Diego State Head Coach Brady Hoke
Opening statement:

“It was great to get out there on the grass, compete against someone and obviously great to get a win.”

On team’s dominant early game offensive performance:
“The guys did a great job preparing. | thought we came out there with a lot of energy. They were excited to go out and play. We were playing as a
team. We did a nice job.”

On assessing quarterback Carson Baker and running back George Bell:
