Streaks Ended 

• SDSU’s five game win streak in games played on a Saturday has been stopped. 
• San Diego State was unable to establish a winning streak against Big Ten opponents after defeating Iowa its last meeting with a Big Ten team. 

 
Big Picture 

• SDSU fails to win at least six if its first eight games in a season for just the fourth time in the last 16 campaigns. 
• Michigan’s .467 shooting from the field (28-60) is the highest the Aztecs have allowed this season and the highest in a regular season game since Air 

Force shots .467 on Jan. 24, 2021. 
• San Diego State is now 29-16 (.644) in games played on Saturday in the Dutcher era (starting in the 2017-18 season) and 83-40 (.675) in its last 

123 games played on the day. 
• San Diego State is now 8-8 all-time against the current slate of Big Ten teams. 
• San Diego State’s six assists were a season low, and its 33 rebounds matched a season low. 
• With two blocks, Nathan Mensah has 118 for his career and has drawn level with Michael Cage for No. 4 on the program’s career blocked shots list. 
• San Diego State allowed 70 points for the first time this season and for the first time in 16 regular season games dating back to a 98-71 victory over 

Wyoming on Jan. 30, 2021. 
 
Matt Bradley – 22 points (9-of-16 FG), 4 rebounds, 2 assists, 2 steals 
Reached double figure scoring for the sixth time this year and 77th of his career… Scored 20+ points for the second time this year and 25th time in his college 
career… Scored 14 of his team-high 22 points in the first half… two steals equaled his season high, which he set vs. Arizona State (11/18)… Saturday’s 
game as the first time this season that San Diego State filed to win in a game in which Bradley reached double figure scoring (5-1). 
 
Keshad Johnson – 5 points, 7 rebounds, 1 block 
Both his 7 rebounds and 1 block equal his season-best. 
 
Nathan Mensah – 4 points, 5 rebounds, 2 blocks 
With two blocks has equaled Michael Cage for No. 4 on the program’s career list w/118 rejections. 
 



Chad Baker-Mazara – 7 points, 1 rebound 
Equaled his season-best with 7 points.
