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From the perspective of 71 years, I am finally able to verbalize what we have been involved with and producing these many decades.  Primitive Abstract Art is an art genre not yet recognized as such by the art and art history establishment-one that is actually wide-spread throughout this nation and probably the world. It is the sincere production of wonderful works by self-trained artists who use unique methods of abstraction to communicate their deepest thoughts, feelings and conceptions. They do not abide by establishment rules but create their own. There is an intelligence in their work that defies normal artistic constructs but, once understood, delights and communicates the sincerity of the individual artist.
The art-world and the public have been so trained by the finance oriented art-gallery establishment to consider only slick-neat-polished-orderly-op-pop-clever-mass market directed works as legitimate and important  and everything else as not, that Primitive Abstract genre art has been entirely overlooked-how sad! We need to open our minds to self-taught artists, to throw out conventional “Abstract & Modern Art” constrictions and partake of the glorious unsung Primitive Abstract artists who surround us!
It is not that Primitive Abstract Art is based on Abstract Art (though there are roots), but that it is perfectly natural to the generations that create it. It is their mode of expression (like water is to a swimmer). If Primitive Abstract Art is based in anything, it is kindergarten painting and even cartoons- this is not to belittle it, but rather to respectfully compare it to the wondrous spontaneous intelligence of a child; it is innocent, it is pure and it is not contaminated by worldly considerations such as the pursuit of fame and fortune
 which, as ends, are not worthy of the spiritual endeavor called ART.
